ister of Education and Inno­
vation, Datuk YUSQf YaacQb. 

He underlined there are 
many prQblems facing the ed­
ucatiQn sector which needs to 
be tackled by the Ministry, such 
as the lack of proper infras­
tructure fQr primary, sec­
ondary schoQls, including rural 
schools without electricity, nQ 
water and limited accessibility 
due tQ poor rQad access. 

In his reply to questiQns on 
the areas .of PQwer Sabah 
needs, YUSQf stressed auton-

omy would allow the ministry 
tQ focus on areas in the ed­
ucation sectQr imprQvement, 
as well as expediting the repair 
process fQr' schQols needing 

, assistance instead .of depending 
.on the Federal govern'ments. 

"FQr instance, for school 
buildings damaged or de­
strQyed by fire, this can be 
managed by the Sabah gQV-, 
ernment rather than relying Or) 

federal assistance which eQuid 
take much IQnger time," he 
told reporters after officiating 
the Book Launching CeremQ­
ny for Universiti Malaysia 
Sabah (l!MS) Faculty .of Hu­
manities, Arts and Heritage.,

During his address, Yus.of 
stressed .of 1,296 primary and 
secondary schQols, at least 587 
schoQls are categorised_ poor 
while six schQol buildings are 
·unsafe'. . 

For the tertiary. and higher 
education sector, he pointed 
Sabah only ,has two univer­
sities and the number needs tQ 
be increased. 

"In order tQ realise our vi­
siQn tQ build knowledge-driv­
en, skilled sQciety in diverse 
fields, the Sabah gQvernment 
needs autonomy to implement 
its PQlicies to uplift the ed-

ucatiQn sector," he added. 
On another issue abQut the 

plan to provide education for 
undQcumented children, Yu­
sof said the ministry , is still 
cQnducting studies and , col­
lecting statistics on the num-

, ber of children without prQper 
documents in Sabah. 

"We don't have the total 
figure yet - the process of 
identifying and collecting 
statistics eQuid take a year 
before it can be published 
because Sabah' is quite vast," 
he said, adding priQrity is 
given to -children whose par­
ents are Sabahan. He said the 
plan is aimed at identifying 
and documenting tQ fulfill re-

- quirements needed tQ reg­
ister children to schQQI. 

ResPQnding to questions on 
the ministry's stance .on re­
ligiQUS schools (pQndQk), he 
said prQper registratiQnQf re­
ligiQUS schools were among 
the main topics discuss~d 
which is needed to ensure 
such schQols follow prQper 
syllabus standards based on 
the national curriculum. 

"We, don't want . pondok -
schools to operate separately 
without proper monitQring; 
prQper registration would also 
allow pondok schools to be 
organised systematically - re­
ligious schools that are unreg­
istered will be registered while 

thQse without, licenses are 
urged to close," said Yusof. 

He said religiQus schools 
(pQndok) are still under the 
purview .of the Sabah Islamic 
Affairs Department and the 
Islamic ReligiQus Council 
(MUIS) arid the Malaysian Min­
istry .of. EducatiQn. 

Meanwhile, Yusof said ' 
bQok 'launching was positive 
dire!=tiQn undertaken by UMS 
to expand the s~Qpe .of lit­
erature .on Sabah, and pro­
PQsed ' tQ uplift the value .of , 
bQQks by .offering cQpies 
translated tQ English, Man­
darin as well as other lan­
guages, which can later be 
further cQmmercialised. 

He alsQ expressed hQpe to 
see more literature relating to ' 
Sabah .on diverse topics fQr 
instance hist~ry and nature -: 
nQt .only it WQuid increase the 
bQdy .of I<nQwledge and avail­
able reference materials ' but 
also further promote Sabah 
thrQugh educational-tourism. 

"Plans .on the E-boQk ver­
siQn .of the bQok launching c::an 
also be cQnsidered, this is the 
way to disseminate. informa­
tion to the world and we've 
gQt our .own rules set for the 

, online versiQn in terms .of pur- , 
cbases," he said.
